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Sayed Mahmoud Gillani: He was borne in Heraat in a religious family. He continued his
education from elementary to Associated degree in Heraat. He personally participated
in uprising of people of Heraat in 1979 and then migrated to Iran and Pakistan, where
he held many positions in Afghan Mujahideen offices. Later he become the head of
Education and culture of the coalition of three Mujahideen parties. He migrated to
United States in 1989 and through his leadership, he helped Afghans living in San Diego
to establish the first Islamic cultural center that later became Masjid Itehad. He has been
the President and Imam of that Masjid for more than two decades. Mr. Gillani is the
author is many books and articles and has been a known Islamic scholar speaking in
various Afghani Satellite TV stations.
